In Zell am See itself, there are 138km of 
pistes to enjoy, which can be expanded to 408km with a Ski Alpin card. The card 
allows access to the Skicircus Saalbach Hinterglemm Leogang Fieberbrunn, Zell am 
See and Kaprun.

•	 On the Kitzsteinhorn Glacier, there’s 
a challenge for advanced skiers to 
ski the Black Mamba. It’s one of the 
steepest slopes in the area.

Enjoy a cocktail or beer after a 
day spent skiing.

•	 Inside Bar 
Is in the centre of Zell am See. 
During the day you can enjoy 
great coffee on the sun terrace, 
and in the evening the bar 
invites you to enjoy cocktails in 
vibrant disco lights.

•	 The Eichenhof 
The main dining area has 
beautiful mountain views to 
admire whilst you have delicious 
local Austrian cuisine.

•	 The Erlhof 
This restaurant serves delightful 
French and Italian dishes. Enjoy 
a peaceful ambience for your 
dinner thanks to the log fire.
